Environmental Law Presentations  (60 points)

Students will educate their peers on a specific Environmental Law and the events leading up to its enactment.  Your peers will be relying on you to help them understand the major laws that influence our economic system and thus our interactions with the environment.  Remember that these laws are rooted in individual values and motivations (“how a bill becomes a law” from social studies).  These environmental laws are the results of MANY years of work and a plethora of citizen support.  Also, the laws are born in some kind of environmental situation that should be included in #2 below.    
Goals: 

· Students will develop their presentation skills necessary for success in a university setting

· Student will build camaraderie
· Students will grow as academic researchers
Elements that MUST be included:

1. In what year was this law enacted?

2. What events or situation led to the enactment of this law?

3. What controversy was connected with this law?

4. What SPECIFICALLY does this law do de facto? En vivo?

5. What impacts has this law had?

6. A WORKS CITED to submitted on the day of presentation, MLA format and 5 in number

Presentations should use power point as a base medium that includes visual aids.  Students are encouraged to start discussions with their peers to facilitate understandings.  Note guides or summaries can also be beneficial to your peers.  Please e-mail to Ms. Leigh AT LEAST one day before your presentation to ensure printing before class.  Presentation must be 10 minutes minimum and 15 minutes maximum (hint: you will spend about 30 seconds per slide, assuming you don’t have too much text).  
Students have a copy of the rubric that will used to grade the presentation, please use this along with this guide.  This is the first of many presentations you will do this semester.
